Two Trauma Teams Called For Webster
Street Crash

Two trauma teams and three ambulances were neéddwva vehicle
crash in front of 301 Webster Street on December Bispatcher
Robertson received a call from 911 at 13:49 repgrdi roll-over in
Litchfield just over the Hudson line. Toned to #ene were
Ambulance 1 with a crew of Firefighters Weeks ardRnd
Litchfield Fire. Due to conflicting reports of tlexact location of the
crash Engine 2 with a crew of Captain Hansen arefighters
Robertson, Conlon and Weaver were sent to the scene

At the time of the crash snow was falling and thads were covered
making driving dangerous. Ambulance 1 arrived andbene at 13:52
and reported 2 vehicles with heavy damage onedraller. Three
patients involved in the crash were out of the elelsion the arrival of
crews. Litchfield C1 arrived on the scene and caréd the crash was
in Hudson and requested a second ambulance. Andautawith a
crew of Firefighters Brideau and Mulcay responded

Engine 2 arrived on the scene and assumed comméieda quick
evaluation the trauma team at the Med Center wisased for one
patient. A short time later the trauma team at®&sHospital was
requested for a second patient. With all on sceewstreating two
trauma patients a third ambulance from Londondery called to the
scene to treat one walking wounded patient.

The crash took place on a bridge and fluid from ofhe vehicles
was running into a near by stream the State Degaitof
Environmental Services was notified of the situatid he call was
placed under control at 14:23 with Engine 2 renmagjron the scene
until the vehicles could be removed.

Firefighters Died During The Attack At
Pearl Harbor

On December 7, 1941 at 08:00 Hawaii time, 13:0@ldiome Japan
attacked Pearl Harbor in a surprise attack that ekdhe nation.
Most of us would not enter this world for many ye@r come but in
those days Pearl Harbor was our September 11thusdgl our
soldiers defended us as they do today but alsb@front lines were
firefighters. The following came from a short higtof the attack
from the Honolulu Hawaii Fire Department historyitken in 1950.

In 1950 a history was written about the Honolule tbllowing
information comes from that history.

On this never-to-be-forgotten day, two Fire DepanirCaptains, John
Carreira and Thomas S. Macy, and Hoseman Harry Pahg were
killed, and six other fireman were wounded whilghfing fires caused
by enemy action at Hickam Field.

The six firemen who were wounded were -- Lieuterfaatv Captain)
Frederick Kealoha, and Hosemen Moses KalilikanbnJa Gilman,
Solomon H. Naauao Jr., Patrick J. McCabe and Ge0ogeea -- were
awarded the Order of the Purple Heart by Lieutefarteral Robert
C. Richardson, Jr. in his office on June 13, 1944 w very
impressive ceremonies. The department receivetedditer of
commendation “for their gallant action during thgek on Oahu,
December 7, 1941,” from Lieutenant General DeloE@mons who
had succeeded General Short as Military Governor.

Three engine companies were detailed to Hickand Filimbers 1, 4,
and 6. No. 1 Hosewagon had too many bullet holéstoounted
accurately one piece of shrapnel piercing the cbainténk. No. 1
Engine was riddled with machine gunfire, shrapnatka and scars
from bullets as did No. 6 Hosewagon, which wasefire, while No,
6 Engine had six bullet holes.

Group 1, call members, Deputy Buxton, Captains Ticand Grebinar and
explorers all teamed up to shovel the addition roofnd clear the deep snow
from in-front of the ladder and rescue bays on Degaber 18th. After
several hours of hard work the snow was cleared.

On December 30th, Dispatcher Labrie received aficath a private
alarm company reporting alarms in the building@@Gloria Ave. At
06:13 Engine 2 with a crew of Captain Hansen, kjhtérs Weeks
and Cormier, Ladder 2 with a crew of Firefighteraritbne and
Conlon and Engine 1 with a crew of Captains Ti€ebinar and
Firefighter Rice were toned to the scene.

Engine 2 arrived on the scene at 06:16 and repsrtexke showing
from a 2 story single family home. Neighbors repdrthat the four
occupants were still in the building. A workingefiwas struck
bringing Engine 4 with a crew of Lieutenant Pacgiefirefighters
Brideau and Provencal, Rescue 1 with a crew of @apdorin and
Firefighters Weaver and Chamberlain, Ambulanceth wicrew of
Captain Brough, Firefighters Haerinck, Pierpont @nost along with
Chief Murray, Deputy Buxton and a Nashua Engine lzamiter.

Crews had some difficulty entering the building do@eadbolts on
all the exterior doors. Fire vented from a reardew as Engine 2
stretched a line into the building. In a short tithe heavy fire
conditions in the kitchen area were knocked dowrtaiaing the fire.
Ladder 2's crew and Engine 2's driver vented thiéding so that a
search could progress to find the occupants. Engjimas assigned to
complete a wet down of the area fire on the fimbif while Engine
2's crew searched the second floor in high heatlit@ns. Chief
Murray assumed command with Deputy Buxton assumpegations.

Rescue 1 performed overhaul on floor 1 while Amhaoéal stretched
a backup line into the building. A primary searéhhe building was
negative with no occupants found. Crews later ledrthat the family
was not home at the time of the fire. The Nashugirtenand Ladder
set up ventilation fans to clear the heavy smoémfthe building.
Fire did extend into the coving on the outsidehef building but
Engine and Ladder 2 and Rescue 1's crews quickijateed the fire.
On arrival of Engine 1 on scene crews had thekfiecked down and
Engine 1 was returned to cover Central Station.fireevas placed
under control at 06:36 with extensive overhaul eeed

Fire Prevention Officer Dube was called to the sceninvestigate
for a cause. The building suffered fire, heat andle damage on the
first floor and smoke damage on floor 2.

Crews from Nashua, Londonderry and Pelham coveesdrél
Station, Dracut Mass covered Station 4 while Lieldf covered
Station 1.
