ATV Driver Rescued From Powerlines
Crash

Dispatcher Robertson received a 911 at 09:51 caNavember

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Department Profile Rye New Hampshire

This month we visit the Town of Rye New Hampshine F
Department. Rye is located on the New Hampshirecses and is
bordered by the towns of New Castle, North Hamp&menland
and the City of Portsmouth. The town is 12.6 iresiath 8 miles of
Atlantic ocean coastline the population is justrdv®&00. Thousands
of visitors come to the town each year for its thescand other
attraction swelling the daytime population.

The department is commanded by Chief William Saliwho over
sees a combination full time and paid on call depant. The full-
time manning consists of four shifts of two firgftgrs that man the
station twenty four hours a day. These on duty srgrevide initial
response for fires and ambulance runs. If a largielént takes place
all off duty full time firefighters are recalledaalg with the fifteen to
twenty paid on call firefighters. Most of the depaent’s firefighters
are certified emergency medical technicians, indgidhree
paramedics. Crews respond from one station loc#t&63
Washington Road. In 2006, the department respotaledies 1,000
calls for service.

The department operates 2 engines, 1 ladder compambulance
and a brush truck.

Working Fire Struck For Repair
Garage Blaze

A fire destroyed a local auto repair garage on Nawer 29th.
Dispatcher Glenn received a call reporting the dlaiz13:44. The
fire involved Ray’s Auto Service located at 12 GogvRoad.
Toned to the scene were Engine 4 with a crew otddap
Gannon, Firefighters Pike and Winsor, Engine 2 &ittrew of
Lieutenant Kearns, Firefighters Lappin and Hearjngtdder 2
with a crew of Captain Brough and Firefighter BayaEngine 1
with a crew of Captain Grebinar, Firefighters Bli@hamberlain
and Weaver, Tanker 1 with a crew of Captain Han¥anker 5
with a crew of Firefighter Robertson and Ambuladosith a
crew of Lieutenant Rudolph and Firefighter Bradiébng with
Chief Murray and Deputies Carter and Buxton.

Engine 4 arrived at the scene at 13:53 and reptined story
metal clad building heavily involved. A supply lim&s laid from
Gowing Road down a long driveway into the scengjilian4
stretched a 1 3/4 line and began the attack ofirtheEngine 2
arrived on the scene and struck the working fire supplied
Engine 4 and stretched a second attack line. Lazigarked in
the road and its crew stretched a 2 1/2 line anhthéifire on side
4. Chief Murray assumed command, Deputy Cartemasdu
operations and Deputy Buxton assumed water supply.

Toned on the working fire was Rescue 1 which ditdrespond
due to the lack of manpower, Ambulance 2 with avooé
Captain Morin and Explorer Morin, a Nashua Engane,
Tyngsboro Tanker and a Pelham Engine.

Engine 1's crew began opening the building up \watvs while
crews continued to hit the heavy fire coming frdma building.
Engine 1's pump was assigned to a hydrant on DiRoatl and
setup for water supply to fill tankers.

Water used to fight the blaze began to puddleeérptrking lot
covered with oil and gas. Crews built dams with dird speedy
dry to contain the runoff which was heading forearby stream.
Firefighter Lamothe brought Haz-Mat booms to thenscin
Utility 2. As more water collected a special caflsaplaced to
Nashua for Haz-Mat booms to contain the spreadirgnd gas.
Many feet of booms were placed around the properkgeping
the stream clear.

The fire was placed under control at 14:26 but nmcine work
was needed to completely extinguish the fire. Thi&dlng had
suffered severe damage during the fire causinged stpport
beam to warp and collapsing about 8 feet of themguickeeping
crews from entering the building. Three vehiclembeepaired
and stored tires continued to burn several flameéglid tanks
caused concern along with the gas and oil storé¢faeimuilding.

Saws were used to cut open the metal siding dbtiiding to
allow water to be directed on deep seated firelsiiining in the
building. A foam line was setup to pour foam orite thany areas
where the water was not penetrating to smothefldhees.

Alarm

A large commercial building on Rockingham Road eriy was
destroyed by a 4 alarm fire on November 29th. Didexr Robertson
received a call from Derry Fire Alarm at 18:01 regting an engine
to the fire. Toned to the fire were Engine 4 witbraw of Lieutenant
Chaput and Firefighters Sliver and Sands and De@higf Carter.

Derry Fire received the first call for alarms ir thuilding around
17:30. On arrival they found heavy fire and quictdguested
additional help and alarms. A short time after @@ntered the
building the first floor collapsed and companieseveulled out and
a defensive attack was made.

Engine 4's crew manned a deck gun while C2 assistifire
ground operations. The fire was under control wi® minutes of
the first crews arrival. A water supply was setatifa nearby school
while tankers from 10 area departments had to lwisgr to the
scene. tankers from as far away as Kingston anehfaat responded
to the scene.

Several business in the building were lost andtlikling was totally
destroyed. Hudson crews returned to town at 2MiHile Engine 4
battled the fire in Derry Engine 2 covered Londangevhile crews
