Hudson Heat April 2008
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Department Profile - Nashua NH Fire
Rescue

This month we visit the Nashua Fire Rescue. ThedfiNashua is
located in southern NH and borders the State ofktawisetts.
Nashua border towns include Hudson to the eastisHolthe west,
Merrimack to the north and Tyngsboro and Dunstdidss to the
south. The city is 30.9 square miles in size wiiopulation of
87,157. Within the cities borders are two majorgiiads, several
universities, collages, and a large downtown arigta mwultiple story
buildings and packed neighborhoods with triple @éesland large
railroad switching yard. Apartment and condominicomplexes are
spread throughout the city. There are also mangghg malls.
Route 3 a major highway runs through the middlthefcity with
several state routes also winding through the NasHimits. Nashua
was first known as Dunstable in the 1600’s wherfitisé settlers
came to the area. The name was officially changediaishua on
January 1, 1837. Nashua was incorporated as ancityne of 1853.

The first fire engine in Dunstable arrived in 18Zfe engine
protected the Nashua Manufacturing Company. Irethréy years of
the volunteer department the engine companies giree@ names
such as Niagara, Lafayette, Protector, and Torfidre. municipal fire
department was organized on September 1, 183847 the town

had nine fire stations and work was being compléteating hydrants

to Main Street. In 1848 a large fire in the CenBallding on Main
Street determined a need for more fire protectiothé city. In 1850
the city report showed the departments strengtihraé engine
companies, one hose company and a hook and laddgrany with
150 men. In 1853 when the Nashua became a citiylifgEme
department was organized. A new Central Stationbwésin 1870
and remained in service until the 1970’s. The bngdstill stands
near the Nashua Library on Court Street.

Many large fires have burned in the city over tharg the biggest
being a conflagration on May 4, 1930. The Crown Fiile destroyed
150 houses, with 200 damaged, 6 industries anditlkcbs were
destroyed. The fire burned a 2-mile by 1/2 milehdfadbm Temple
Street to the Nashua Country Club where it findllsd out. With luck
no one was killed in the blaze. Hudson crews mastared on Mason

Street stopping the fire from spreading to Maire&tr To this day the

fire remains the largest ever to hit the city. 827 the city purchased s ———————————— —

its first ladder truck. This truck was the firstriat apparatus in the
area and was first put to work on October 10, 1®88&n a fire on the
third floor of the Montcalm Block which was locatatbng Main
Street. Since 1837 ten Nashua Firefighters havendiveirs lives in
the line of duty.
