December 11th, will be remembered for a severstimen that caused
heavy damage across Hudson, and the state. Raan bedpll early in
the afternoon as night approached cold temperatanesed ice to
begin to form on trees and power lines. Just alfight shift change
the first wires arcing call was received by firarah from then on
companies would continue to get busier.

Companies continued to respond to wire calls tdese and other
storm related call and just after 22:00 fire alaereived a call for a
building fire. This call was related to a wire plein. Numerous calls
began to be received sending apparatus to all af¢asn and
requiring all the stations to be manned. Fire Alavas staffed with an

A call reporting a problem with a stove was fouade a small fire in
a bedroom. Wire calls, trees down, telephone pade and trees on
building calls continued to pour into fire alarnmabghout the night.

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Department Profile: Wilton New I |
Hampshire I I

This month we visit the Town of Wilton New Hampghfire
Department. The Town of Wilton was first settledLif38 and
incorporated in 1749 on the banks of the Souhegaer RVilton is
bordered by the Towns of Milford, Mont Vernon, Gneile, Mason,
Temple and Lyndeborough. Wilton is 25.6 square sritbesize with
a population of just under 4000 residents.

Towns people formed bucket brigades when a fireinged in town l I
until 1870 when the first piece of firefighting apptus was S ——_————————————————

purchased. The hand tub was called the Carmi No. 2.

In December of 1874, a large fire burned Wiltontg lotel, the
Whiting House, and many of the other stores anttlimgis on Main
Street. After the flames were extinguished the sop@ople decided
a fire department was needed.

The Wilton Fire Department was formed in 1875. Avrsation was
built and another engine was purchased called xicel&or No. 1. I
Forty-nine firefighters were needed to take thedisior to a fire and
47 for the Carmi. The engines were kept in diffetenations to I
cover both sides of the town. In 1889 the Carmi waved to the I

center of town and housed in the basement of thie tall. b

In 1881 four hydrants, a pump, and water pipe werehased to
supply water for firefighting. The pump was pla@dhe Whiting’s
mill, so that water could be pumped directly frdre mill pond and
used to fight fires.

In 1897 the department acquired some ladders liihbavay of

getting them to the fires.
