Two Transported After Three Vehicle 
Crash 
 
A three vehicle rear-ender accident at the intersection of Central 
Street and Park Ave on February 7th, injured two and required the 
response of two ambulances. Dispatcher Boucher received a 911 call 
at 14:59 reporting the crash with unknown injury or entrapment. 
Toned to the scene were Ambulance 1 with a crew of Firefighters 
Lambert, Lappin, Bradish, Engine 1 with a crew of Captain Grebinar, 
Firefighters Conlon and Chamberlain, Rescue 1 with a crew of 
Captain Tice and Firefighter Bavaro along with Deputy Carter. 
 
On arrival crews found that three vehicles were involved in the crash 
with one having heavy damage but no entrapment at that time the 
rescue was returned. One patient was found suffering from head 
injuries and was treated and transported. While Engine 1 was securing 
the on scene hazards a second patient was found to need transport.  
 
Ambulance 2 with a crew of Captain Tice and Firefighter Bavaro was 
requested to the scene at 15:16 to transport the second patient to the 
hospital. The call was placed under control at 15:27 

Crews Treat Gun Shot Victim 
 
Dispatcher Robertson received a call from the police at 18:00 on 
February 13th, requesting crews to stand by in the area of 46 
Musquash Road for a possible gun shot victim. Toned to the scene 
were Engine 4 with a crew of Captain Morin and Firefighters Carrier 
Berube, Rich and Ambulance 1 with a crew of Firefighters Bavaro 
and Sulin.  
 
On the arrival of the police units they reported they had a victim in 
the backyard of the home and requested the crews to move up to the 
scene. After a quick survey of the victims injuries crews found a gun 
shot wound to the neck and requested the trauma team at the Med 
Center be activated. Rescue 1 with a crew of Firefighter Robertson 
was special called to the scene for lighting.  
 
As the patient was about to be transported Ambulance 1 suffered 
mechanical issues and a second ambulance was requested to the 
scene. Ambulance 2 with a crew of Lieutenant Paquette and 
Firefighter Haerinck were toned to the scene at 18:19. Upon their 
arrival Ambulance 2 was involved in a minor accident with a police 
vehicle but was able to transport the victim.  
 
The call was placed under control a short time later with Rescue 1 
remaining on the scene assisting the police. The victim was taken to 
the Med Center for treatment but was later transferred to a Boston 
Hospital for further treatment.

No Injury After Roll-Over Crash 
 
On February 15th, at 07:40 Dispatcher Glenn received a 911 call 
reporting a roll-over accident with entrapment in the area of 161 Bush 
Hill Road. Toned to the scene were Engine 4 with a crew of 
Lieutenant Chaput, Firefighters Sands and Sliver, Ambulance 1 with a 
crew of Firefighters Lambert, Bradish and Mallen, Rescue 1 with a 
crew of Captain Tice, Lieutenant Paquette and Firefighters Haerinck 
and Bavaro along with Deputies Carter and Buxton. 
 
Engine 4 arrived on the scene at 07:50 and reported a single vehicle 
on its roof with the driver entrapped by the seatbelt with no injury. 
Rescue 1’s crew cribbed the vehicle while Engine 4’s and Ambulance 
1’s crews evaluated the patient and worked to free him from the 
vehicle. The call was placed under control at 08:00 with Engine 4 
remaining on the scene to secure hazards and standby while the 
vehicle was righted.    
 
This crash would not be the only roll-over crews would respond to 
over the next 3 days. On February 18th, just after 17:00 members of 
Group 4 were toned to the area of 22 Beachwood Drive for a roll-over 
with entrapment. On their arrival crews had a vehicle on its roof with 
the driver still inside. Crews assisted the uninjured driver from the car.  
 
Again on the morning of February 19th, Group 2 members responded 
to the area of 54 Wason Road for yet another roll-over accident. On 
their arrival they found a single vehicle roll-over with no injury.    

Ambulance 1 Responds To Pelham Motor 
Vehicle Accident With Entrapment 
 
Ambulance 1 with a crew of Firefighters Mallen, Lambert and 
Bradish assisted Pelham Fire at a motor vehicle accident with 
entrapment at the intersection of Mammoth and Keyes Hill Roads on 
February 18th. Dispatcher Robertson received a call at 06:56 
requesting an ambulance to the scene. On arrival of Ambulance 1 
Pelham crews were using two sets of rescue tools to free two trapped 
patients who‘s vehicle was t-boned at the intersection. One patients 
foot was entrapped by the brake pedal of the vehicle which had to be 
removed to free the victim. 
 
Patients in a second vehicle were being treated by on scene crews. 
Ambulance 1’s crew transported on patient suffering from a severe 
leg injury to the Med Center for further treatment

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Department Profile - Portsmouth 
Naval Ship Yard  
 
This month we visit the Portsmouth Naval Ship Yard. The Naval 
Shipyard is located at the southern most tip of Maine on an island in 
Kittery, Maine, across from Portsmouth, New Hampshire, near the 
mouth of the Piscataqua River.  
 
The shipyard encompasses about 297.45 acres including the main 
base and a non-contiguous family housing site. The total number of 
buildings is 348, with over 4 million square feet of space. This total 
includes 49 ship repair/overhaul building with 1,524,512 square feet. 
The shipyard has three dry docks ranging up to SSBN and SSN 688 
Class capability and 6,224 lineal feet of berthing. The berthing is 
comprised of six submarine berths (of varying class capability) 
ranging from only parking capability with no services to repair berths 
for yard and service craft. The civilian work force population at 
Portsmouth NSY decreased to a level of approximately 4,100 
permanent employees in 1994. The military work force is 114.  
 
The Portsmouth Naval Shipyard is a US Department of Navy facility 
that repairs, overhauls, and maintains Navy ships, including nuclear-
powered ships. Dry-docks, cranes, waste-handling facilities, and 
offices are located at the shipyard.  
 
The Portsmouth Naval Shipyard Fire Department operates from one 
station located in the center of the base. The station is over 100 years 
old. Fire Chief Brian Topley commands 41 firefighters and officers. 
Each shift is manned by 13 members working 24 on 24 off. Most of 
the firefighters are civilian but some enlisted serve.  
 
In 2007 Navy base crews responded to just over 1000 calls for 
service. They also provide mutual aid for Kittery Maine and the City 
of Portsmouth NH along with other neighboring communities. They 
are self dispatched with firefighters rotating shifts to handle these 
duties. 
 
With the many hazards associated with the type of facility the bases 
firefighters are trained in structural firefighting, ship board 
firefighting, Hazardous Materials and EMS and handle all these 
incidents on the base.  
 
The department operates eight pieces of apparatus. Engine 1 is a 
2005 Pierce on a International 4400 chassis with 1250 GPM pump, 
750 gallon water tank and 50 gallons of Class A Foam. 
 
Engine 2 is a 1994 on a Pierce Dash chassis with 1250 GPM pump 
and 500 gallon water tank.  
 
Ladder 1 is a 1990 on Pierce Arrow chassis with a 105 foot aerial.  
 
Haz-Mat 1 is a 1999 Pierce on a Saber chassis. The truck is fully out 
fitted to perform all haz-mat operations with a walk-in crew 
compartment.  
  
Rescue 1 is a 2004 Ford F-350 ambulance. The on duty deputy 
operates a a Ford Explorer vehicle as the command unit.   
 
Crews respond to medical calls in Rescue 1 a  2003 Ford E-350 
Ambulance and Rescue 2 is a 2002 Ford E-350/Wheeled Coach 
Ambulance.

Carbon Monoxide fumes at 77 Derry Street required the evacuation 
of several stores on February 20th. Dispatcher Glenn received a call 
at 10:56 from one of the stores reporting CO fumes with people 
feeling ill. Toned to the scene were Engine 2 with a crew of 
Lieutenant Paquette, Firefighters Sullivan and Haerinck and 
Ambulance 1 with a crew of Firefighters Sulin and Bavaro.    
 
On arrival crews found high reading in the reporting store with 
several people feeling ill. The unit was evacuated and Engine 4 was 
special called to the scene with a crew of Captains Morin, Brough 
and Firefighters Berube and Carrier. As Engine 2 continued 
searching for a cause and venting the building Engine 4’s crew 
placed a ground ladder to the roof to check the heating units.  
 
Engine 2 determined the cause to be from the stores roof top heater 
and began checking the adjoining stores. Moderate readings were 
found in these stores and they to were evacuated. Ambulance 1 
treated one patient on the scene. 
 
Fire Prevention Officer Dube was called to the scene to assist crews.  
The roof top heater of the reporting stores was found to be causing 
the fumes it was shut down. Crews used fans to clear the effected 
businesses and the call was placed under control at 11:39

Captain Kevin Grebinar is heading up the course with members from 
Hudson and surrounding departments instructing the students in the 
basics of firefighting.  

History of the Maltese Cross 
The badge of a fireman is the Maltese Cross. This Maltese Cross is 
a symbol of protection and a badge of honor. Its story is hundreds 

of years old. 
 

When a courageous band of crusaders known as the Knights of St. 
John, fought the Saracens for possession of the holy land, they 

encountered a new weapon unknown to European warriors. It was 
a simple, but a horrible device of war, it wrought excruciating pain 

and agonizing death upon the brave fighters for the cross.  
 

The Saracen's weapon was fire. 
As the crusaders advanced on the walls of the city, they were 

struck by glass bombs containing naphtha. When they became 
saturated with the highly flammable liquid, the Saracens hurled a 

flaming torch into their midst. Hundreds of the knights were 
burned alive; others risked their lives to save their brothers-in-

arms from dying painful, fiery deaths. 
 

Thus, these men became our first firemen and the first of a long 
list of courageous firefighters. Their heroic efforts were recognized 
by fellow crusaders who awarded each here a badge of honor - a 
cross similar to the one firemen wear today. Since the Knights of 
St. John lived for close to four centuries on a little island in the 

Mediterranean Sea named Malta, the cross came to be known as 
the Maltese Cross. 

 
The Maltese Cross is your symbol of protection. It means that the 
fireman who wears this cross is willing to lay down his life for you 
just as the crusaders sacrificed their lives for their fellow man so 
many years ago. The Maltese Cross is a fireman's badge of honor, 

signifying that he works in courage - a ladder rung away from 
death. 

This vehicle drove through a group of bushes across seventy five feet of 
lawn through a second set of bushes and coming to a stop after hitting a 
tree in front of 12 Wason Road on February 27th. The driver was 
transported for minor injuries.  
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Engine 1 is silhouetted by flames during a training burn held at the 
corner of Lowell and Wason Roads on July 16, 2000. 

Crews battled this fire in an converted chicken coop on 
Old Derry Road on December 12,1979.  

Firefighter Steve Benton rescued this dog after it fell 
through thin ice on Miles Swamp on February 28, 2002. 

This roll-over took place in front of  47 Derry Street on January 26, 2001.
