Tanker 5, C 1 & 3 Assist At Pelham 
Working Fire 
 
A single story garage fire in Pelham required mutual aid from 
several area town to contain. Pelham crews responded to the fire 
just after 12:30 on February 4th, and on arrival found heavy smoke 
coming from the unattached garage and a working fire was struck. 
 
At 12:54 Dispatcher Glenn toned Tanker 5 with a crew of 
Lieutenant Kearns and Firefighter Mulcay along with Chief 
Murray and Deputy Buxton to the scene. On arrival Chief Murray 
was assigned water supply with Deputy Buxton assisting 
operations. Tanker 5 stretched a supply line to Pelham Engine 3 
supplying them with water.  
 
Fire burned in the rear of the structure and into the roof area 
requiring crews to use chain saws to open up the walls to get hose 
lines on the fire. Lines were needed in both the front and rear to 
contain the fire running the length of the building. After a one hour 
battle crews had the fire under control. Firefighters from Pelham, 
Hudson and Windham responded to the fire.      

Nashua firefighters struck 2 alarms for this fire in a single family home at 
9 Stanley Ave on February 4th.

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Four Alarms Needed To Control Nashua 
Apartment Building Fire 
 
Approximately 20:30 on February 5th, Nashua crews were toned to 
Amherst and Bruce Streets for a building fire. Ladder 1 arrived at 
56 Amherst Street a short time later and reported heavy fire 
coming from the first floor of a large 2 1/2 story apartment 
building and struck a second alarm. 
 
At 20:42 Dispatcher Robertson toned Ladder 2 with a crew of 
Captain Gannon and Firefighters Chamberlain and Winsor to cover 
Nashua Station 3. While enroute to the Nashua station a third 
alarm was struck bringing all Nashua companies to the scene. As 
Ladder 2 backed into Nashua Station 3 a forth alarm was struck 
sending Ladder 2 to the fire.   
 
Heavy fire spread through the building and flames shot through the 
roof. Three Nashua Ladder companies worked to vent the 
buildings roof and knock down heavy fire in the attic. Engine 
crews stretched numerous hand lines into the building and poured 
water into numerous windows trying to contain the flames. As the 
fire took hold of the building all crews were with drawn and a 
defensive attack was begun. 
 
On Ladder 2’s arrival Deputy Buxton assigned them to setup in a 
small parking area on side 2 of the building. After some 
maneuvering to get into the area the aerial ladder was set up and 
crews stretched a 1 3/4 line up the Ladder and began hitting the 
fire. As they would knock down fire in one area flames would shot 
out in another area. As they hit other areas the fire would come 
back at them were they had just knocked it down. 
 
Temperatures at the time of the fire were near zero making walking 
on the fire ground very dangerous and several firefighters who 
slipped and fell needed treatment on the scene for minor injuries. 
One Nashua firefighter suffered minor burns when a portion of the 
building collapsed onto him. The flames burned across the roof of 
the building before crews contained its spread. Crews had a 
difficult time battling the flames inside the home do to it being 
used as storage and was packed floor to ceiling with numerous 
items on all floors.  
 
Ladder 2’s crew continued to knock down hot spots in the roof 
area as other crews re-entered the building. As the night went on 
heavy thick ice built up on equipment and firefighters. Nashua 
Station 1 a few blocks from the scene was set up as a warming 
station for crews. 
 
Water continued to be poured on the smoldering remains of the 
building all through the night. Crews from Hudson, Hollis, 
Merrimack and Tyngsborough Mass responded to the scene to 
assist fighting the fire. Ladder 2 returned to Hudson at 00:25.    Top photo: This is the scene on February 5 during a 4 alarm fire at 56
