Legislation Filed To Change Retirement 
Requirements From the New Hampshire State Fireman’s Relief 
Website  

 
Legislation has been filed again to raise the retirement age of newly 
hired police officers, firefighters, and others in the law enforcement 
community. HB 590 would require all Group II members of the NH 
Retirement System hired after July 1, 2009 to work at least 25 years 
and to age 50 before qualifying for a pension.  
 
Currently, they must work a minimum of 20 years and be age 45 to 
receive benefits. Last year, the House passed legislation to raise the 
retirement age as part of an omnibus bill, but it was rejected by the 
State Senate. Supporters of raising the age noted that the average 
retirement age is now close to 53 years.  
 
Opponents objected saying that the jobs are stressful and physically 
demanding and require the earlier retirement age. The NH Retirement 
System covers over 70,000 current and retired public employees.

Litchfield Places Two Special Operation 
Units Into Service 
 
Litchfield Fire has two new additions to their special operations 
equipment. The first is a 2009 Proline 20 foot trailer with heat and 
air conditioning. This unit will be used to house the departments off 
road vehicle keeping it out of the weather. The departments Relief 
Association donated $5.000,00 to complete add-ons to the trailer. A 
bathroom facility and small officer area will be constructed by 
department members.   
 
The trailer will be used by the towns fire, police and highway 
departments during any type of emergency, for interviews, rehab, 
command and emergency management functions. 
 
The second unit is a 204 kilowatt Magnum Mobile Three Phase 
Generator. This mobile unit was purchased after the December ice 
storm when the town had to request the National guard to provide a 
generator to supply power to the high school while it was open as a 
shelter.    

This generator has a six cylinder Cummings Turbo Diesel engine with 
a 360 gallon fuel tank. With 360 gallons of diesel fuel the unit can 
also be used as a mobile fueling station. During large power failures 
the generator can be moved from one area to another to provide 
power to town buildings and where ever power is needed. The unit 
will also be available for mutual aid responses. 
 
A third special operation unit is a 2003 Ingersoll Rand 30 foot light 
tower. This unit has been in service for some time and is equipped  
with a 6000 watt generator, and four 1000 watt flood lights. The 
motor is diesel powered and can run for 68 hours on a tank of fuel. 
This unit also is available for mutual aid calls.  
 
These three units the department operates will allow the towns 
firefighters the resources to provide the residents and area 
communities specialized equipment to handle emergencies.
