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This month we visit the New Hampton New Hampshire Fire 
Department. New Hampton is located in central New Hampshire on 
the banks of the Pemigewasset River. The town has a population of 
2,135 residents in a 36.8 miles square mile area. Interstate 93 and 
Route 104 run through the town. New Hampton is bordered by the 
towns of Ashland, Center Harbor, Meredith, Sanbornton, Hill, 
Bristol and Bridgewater. Within the towns borders are Jackson 
Pond, Lake Waukewan, Lake Winona, Pemigewasset Lake and Sky 
Pond. 
 
The New Hampton Fire Department is commanded by Chief 
Michael A. Drake. The department is made up of  twenty seven call 
officers and firefighters. Seven Emergency Medical Technicians are 
also within the ranks 
 
The department operates out of one fire station located on Route 
104. The department also provides Emergency Medical Services 
with 15 Firefighter/Emt’s and 5 Emt's. Dispatching is completed by 
the Lakes Region Mutual Fire Aid Association located in Laconia 
N.H. New Hampton has a 17 before their engine number 
designation for radio identification. During 2008 New Hampton 
firefighters responded to 524 calls for service. 
 
The department operates three engines, two ambulances, 1 forestry 
unit and a boat. Engine 1 is a 2005 International built by Valley Fire 
Apparatus. Engine 1 has a 1500 gpm pump and 1000 gallons water 
tank. Engine 3 is a 1989 built by KME. The truck is equipped with a 
1250 gpm pump and 1000 gallon water tank. Engine 4 is 1985 built 
on a Ford LTL 9000 Chassis. Engine 4 has a 1000 gpm pump and 
1000 gallon water tank. 
 
Ambulance 1 is a 1994 Road Rescue and serves as the departments 
heavy rescue. Ambulance 2 is a 2006 model built by Road Rescue. 
 
Forestry 1 is a 1992 Fore F-350 with a 250 gpm pump and 300 
gallon water tank. Boat 1 is built by Zodiac with a 25 horse motor.

New Hampton Ambulance 1 is a 1994 Road Rescue and serves as the 
departments heavy rescue.  
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This three alarm fire took place on December 25, 1986 at Central and 
Vine Streets Engine and Ladder 2 responded to the scene. 

This 3 alarm fire took place in June of 1982 at the Canterbury 
Apartments on Congress Street. Engines 2 & 3 and Ladder 2 
responded to the fire. 

This 4 alarm fire took place on June 1, 2000 58 Ash 
Street in Nashua. Engine and Ladder 2 responded to the 
scene.  

Four alarms were struck for this fire at 72 Lock Street on January 20, 
2000. Engine and Ladder 2 responded to the scene.
