Jaws Needed To Free Accident Victim 
 
Dispatcher Glenn received a call from the police on June 13th, at 
13:17 reporting a motor vehicle accident with injury in the area of 
Derry Road and Elm Ave. Toned to the scene were Ambulance 2 
with a crew of Lieutenant Paquette and Firefighter Conlon along with 
Engine 2 with a crew of Captain Morin and Firefighters Carrier and 
Haerinck. 
 
Ambulance 2 arrived on the scene at 13:21 and reported a three 
vehicle accident with heavy damage to one vehicle on Derry Road 
near Megan Drive. After a quick survey of the scene the ambulance 
reported entrapment and requested Rescue 1to the scene. Rescue 1 
with a crew of Captain Brough, Firefighters Winsor, Haggerty, 
Surette and Explorer Pilon along with Car 2 with Deputy Carter were 
toned to the scene at 13:26. 
 
Engine 2 arrived on the scene stretched a protection line and began 
extrication. The patient suffered multiple injuries and the Trauma 
Team at the Med Center was requested. 
 
On arrival, Rescue 1 put to work both the cutters and spreaders to 
remove the drivers door and begin preparing the roof for removal. 
Deputy Carter assumed command of the scene. As crews treated the 
patient it was found that he was trapped between the engine cowling 
and the seats. The drivers seat was removed from the vehicle and the 
patient was removed from the van. Two other patients from other 
vehicles reported to the police they had neck pain an additional 
ambulance was requested to the scene at 13:39. Ambulance 3 with a 
crew of Captain Gannon and Firefighter Pierpont checked two no 
transports. The call was placed under control at 13:58. 
 
The trapped patient was transported to a Nashua hospital for 
treatment and later transferred to a Boston Hospital. A Nashua engine 
covered Central Station during the call.

Working Fire Struck For Kenyon Street 
Garage Fire 
 
Dispatcher Morton received numerous calls reporting a garage fire at 
12 Kenyon Street at 03:40 on June 23rd.Toned to the scene were 
Engine 2 with a crew of Captain Gannon, Firefighters Pike and 
Armand, Ladder 2 with a crew of Firefighters Chamberlain, Mulcay 
and Skafas, Engine 4 with a crew of Lieutenant Kearns, Firefighters 
Winsor and Sullivan, Engine 3 with a crew of Captain’s Morin 
Brough, Firefighter Morin and Explorer Alley, Car 1 with Chief 
Murray and Car 2 with Deputy Carter.  
 
Engine 2 arrived on the scene at 03:47 and reported a 2 story single 
family home with smoke showing and requested a working fire. The 
fire was located in the garage under the home and burned up the rear 
exterior wall. Engine 2 stretched a 1 3/4 line into the first floor while 
Ladder 2 vented the windows and worked to open the burning wall in 
the rear. Deputy Carter arrived on the scene and assumed command. 
As crews worked heavy smoke continued to come from the building. 
 
Toned on the working fire were Engine 1 and Rescue 1 which did not 
respond due to the lack of manpower along with a Nashua engine and 
ladder. Chief Murray assisted with command while Engine 3 was 
assigned to perform a primary search and venting on floors 1 and 2.  
 
The fire was placed under control at 04:03 and the working fire 
assignment was returned. Fire Prevention Officer Dube responded to 
the scene to investigate for a cause. Crews from Nashua covered 
Central Station during the fire.

Swim 
A mother mallard and her ducklings were out strolling across the 
Hudson Mall parking lot when they went for an unplanned swim on 
June 27th.  
 
The mother mallard’s constant calling of her babies and paces back 
and forth near the sewer drain alerted Firefighter Pierpont to 
investigate. Upon looking into the drain he spotted the ducklings 
swimming in the water at the bottom of the drain.   
 
He jumped into his car and dove to the Central Fire Station for 
equipment and manpower to make the rescue. At 21:02 Rescue 1 
with a crew of Firefighters Pierpont, Morin and Explorer Alley and 
Ambulance 1 with a crew of Firefighters Lappin and Rich responded 
back to the scene. As Rescue 1’s crew worked to remove the drain 
cover the ambulance crew secured fishing net to the end of a pike 
pole to snare the ducks. A passing police officer was flagged down to 
assist and notified the Animal Control Officer in case their assistance 
was needed.  
 
The six little baby ducks fell through a sewer grate during a family 
stroll while crossing the parking lot bordering Derry Street.   
 
As firefighters worked the ducklings cried for their mother as the net 
tried to scoop them up. The nervous mother circled the area several 
times landing in the middle of busy Derry Street. Members had to 
push her away from the street to keep her safe.  
 
As the rescue continued numerous bystanders gathered to watch. 
Several offered assistance and material to help with the rescue.  
 
Some bold ducklings continued swimming around, while frightened 
siblings were huddled in a corner to avoid the net. Once scooped out 
of the water, they were placed in a second net containing them until 
reunited with their mother.

New Rescue Harnesses In Service 
 
After some research and work by Firefighter Marty Conlon several 
members placed in service rescue harnesses on their gear. Last year 
members participated in RIT training and training for self rescue. 
The self rescue evolution involved rope wrapped around a 
firefighters waste to exit out of a window in emergency conditions. 
 
After Firefighter Conlons research and Chief Murray allowing 
members to purchase the harnesses out of the clothing allowance 
about ten members purchases the devise. 
 
The new harness is equipped with a aluminum Pompier hook and 
high-strength, light alloy leg adjusters and weighs 2.8 lbs. Its design 
lowers the body's center of gravity under load, to reduce the 
possibility of toppling. And it allows fast and easy donning over 
turnouts or duty wear. This harness was specially created to meet the 
requirements of the New York City Fire Department and NFPA 
1983-2001.   
 
The harness can also be used a ladder belt which allows members to 
ascend the ladder and begin work fast due to the harness already in 
place eliminating the need to go to a compartment to don a belt. 
 
In the near future members will participate in a training class to use 
the belts for self rescue.  
 
Thanks to Marty Conlon and Chief Murray for their work to make 
our operations safer.

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           Department Profile: Seabrook         
           NH Fire Department 
 
This month we visit the Seabrook NH Fire Department. Seabrook is 
located on the New Hampshire Sea Coast on the shores of the 
Atlantic Ocean and is bordered by the towns of Hampton Falls, 
South Hampton, Kensington and Salisbury, Massachusetts.  
 
The town is 9.34 miles in size with a population of 6500 in the 
winter months and 8500 during the summer months. With in the 
towns borders is the Seabrook Station Nuclear Power Plant, beaches, 
many restaurants, shops and tourist attractions. Interstate 1-95 and 
Routes 1-A, 107 and 286 run through the town. Each year thousands 
of visitors come to Seabrook to enjoy the beaches and Atlantic 
Ocean. 
 
The Seabrook Fire Department was organized in 1931. The 
department chief is Jeffrey Brown and he commands 23 full time 
personnel and 30 call / volunteer members. The department in 2008 
responded to 4100 fire and medical calls. The department handles 
fire, rescue and medical transports.  
 
Today the department operates from one station located at 87 
Centennial Street. Housed in this station are 2 engines, 1 ladder, 1 
rescue, 3 ambulances, 1 forestry and several special units. 
 
Engine 1 is a 2000 Emergency One custom pumper. The truck has a 
1500 gpm pump and 650 gallon water water tank. Engine 1 also 
carriers a set of auto extrication tools. Engine 2 Engine 2 is a 2005 
Emergency One custom pumper. It has 1500 gpm pump and 650 
gallon water tank. 
 
Rescue 1 is a 2003 Emergency One rescue pumper. R-1 has 1500 
gpm pump and 550 water tank. Rescue 1 carries all equipment a 
engine company would along with a set of auto rescue tools and air 
bags.  
 
Ladder 1 is a 1993 Simon-Duplex/LTI Quint with a 1500 gpm 
pump, 300 gallon water tank and 75' rear mount ariel ladder.  
 
Ambulance 43 is a 2003 Horton Advance life support capable 
ambulance. Ambulance 44 is a 2005 Horton with a Ford Chassis. 
Ambulance 45 is a 2007 Horton with a Chevrolet chassis 
  
Forestry 1 is a 2003 ford pickup with a skid mount 150 gallon water 
tank and a 300 gpm pump. Rescue 2 is a 2003 Ford Expedition. This 
vehicle is used as a chase vehicle on medical calls. Rescue 2 also 
serves as a command vehicle during fires and other emergencies. 
Bucket 1 is a 1990 Ford utility vehicle used for fire alarm 
maintenance.
