Working Fire And Numerous Special
Calls Needed To Control Rena Ave Fire

A fire tour through a three story home located Re®a Ave on June
16th. Dispatcher Boucher received a single calbreépg a possible
house fire at 03:52. Toned to the scene were Engimigh a crew of
Captain Morin, Firefighters Conlon and Weeks, Eadirwith a crew
of Lieutenant Dube, Firefighters Rich and Pike, d&d2 with a crew
of Firefighters Cormier and Brideau, Tanker 5 véthrew of Captain
Brough, Tanker 1 with a crew of Firefighters Robert and Rice
along with Deputies Carter and Buxton and Chief fdyr Engine 1
did not respond due to the lack of manpower.
