What started as a standby for the police endedamithpanies
battling a heavily involved home. On May 16th, @t35 Dispatcher
Glenn received a call from the police requestireywsrto standby for
a suicidal person at 5 Iris Path.

Just past noon the situation deteriorated furtheanathe subject in
the home started a fire in the 2 story single famdme. At 12:18
Chief Murray assumed command of the fire units reiested
Engine 4 to the scene with a crew of LieutenantrKeand
Firefighters Armand and Berube. At 12:24 commamliested
Deputies Carter and Buxton along with Ladder Zhtodcene with a
crew of Captains Morin, Grebinar and Firefightersi@ier and
Bavaro. Heavy smoke was now coming from the bugdiwhile
companies were enroute command requested a wdikéngnd have
all companies stage away from the scene. Toneteowarking fire
were Engine 3 with a crew of Captain Brough, Rescuéth a crew
of Fire Prevention Officer Dube and a Nashua LadBagine 1 did
not respond due to the lack of manpower.

The subject remained in the house as heavy firesaruke poured
from the building with the police trying to talkrhiout. A short time
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stairway to a second floor deck. As Captain Moented a sliding
door the subject ran from the building coveredamies. Captain
Morin and Firefighter Cormier wrestled the subjecthe deck floor
and began extinguishing his burning clothing. Thigject tried to get
up and again he was brought to the deck floor byfitefighters.

This month we visit Hampton NH Fire Rescue. The fo#
Hampton is located on the shores of the Atlantiegcand is
bordered by the Towns of North Hampton, Hamptorsk&xeter
and Seabrook. Hampton Fire-Rescue protects ove80Q%ear
round residents in a 14.2 square mile area. Duhiagummer
months a 100,000 daily visitors come to Hamptonitsdeaches.

On July 11, 1912, the Hampton Fire Department wgarazed and
today the department is commanded by Fire ChiekHigme with
forty two firefighters and officers. Two deputiegensee operations
and the training and safety division. Fire Prewamnis staffed with
an Officer and a Fire Inspector. Crews operate fremfire stations
located on Ashworth Avenue and Winnacunnet Roatiwasth Ave

is the home of Station 1 in the Beach District.sI$tiation is manned

by a Captain, a Firefighter/EMT and a Firefightarémedic. Fire
Alarm is also located at Station 1 and is mannedrig/Dispatcher.
They dispatch on 154.145 MHz with a PL of 136.5migéon Fire
Alarm also dispatches the Hampton Falls Fire Depamt. A
Gamewell Box system of near 400 boxes protects manypancies
in Hampton.

Station 2 on Winnacunnet Road covers the Town bisind is
manned by a Lieutenant and four Firefighters. Tieifenant and
two firefighters are assigned to the engine compaemie the other
two firefighters are assigned to an ambulance. Whetadder truck
is dispatched the firefighters assigned to the damwme cross man
the ladder. Crews work 10 - 14 shifts. In 2007 Heongrews
responded to 4,208 calls for service. The Professibirefighters of
Hampton Local # 2664 and the Hampton Fire Departmen
Supervisory Association Local # 3017 represenfitkéighters and
officers of Hampton Fire.

Hampton Fire Rescue provides fire suppression, genely medical
services at the paramedic level, technical reseater rescue,
hazardous materials incident mitigation.
