A large 2 story single family home located at 14s\8iew Drive in
Litchfield was totally destroyed during a workirigefon May 15th.
Firefighter Rich received a call from the LitchfidPolice reporting
an explosion and a house fully involved at 01:58.afrival of
Litchfield crews they reported the building fullpvolved and
requested mutual aid to the scene.

At 02:01 Engine 2 with a crew of Captain Morin dficefighters
Carrier, Bradish and Morin, Car 1 with Chief Murrayd Car 2 with
Deputy Carter were toned to the scene. On thairadiEngine 2's
driver assisted with water supply while the cresetshed a 2 1/2
attack line to put the Blitz Fire Nozzle into seei Due to water
supply issues the 2 1/2 was not placed in servideaal 3/4 line was
stretched from Londonderry’s Ladder and they begtatking the
fire. Chief Murray assisted with command and Deptayter assisted
with operations. At 02:07 Ambulance 1 with a creefighters
Sulin and Crane were toned to the scene to standby.

Londonderry’s Tower Ladder pipe was placed in sero knock
down the heavy fire. Once the fire was darkenedrdewdson and
Litchfield crews worked the fire with a 2 1/2 anebt1 3/4 lines for
several hours hitting hot spots. Most of the buiid¢ollapsed into
the basement in a large pile of ruble making gettinthe deep
seated fire difficult.

Crews then stretched a 1/34 line and entered tiairmyiwith air
monitors. Gasoline was found spilled in the homa thiat LEL levels
were very low. The Team Leader from the Haz-Mattsarveyed
the scene with Litchfield crews finding a minimazard and the call
was placed under control at 11:38.
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
