Two Alarms Struck For Dugout Road Fire 
 
A duplex home was destroyed by a 2 alarm fire on May 18th. 
Dispatcher Robertson received several 911 calls reporting an 
explosion and fire at 10 Dugout Road at 16:57. Toned to the scene 
were Engine 2 with a crew of Captain Gannon and Firefighters Rich 
and Armand, Engine 4 with a crew of Lieutenant Kearns and 
Firefighters Winsor, Haerinck and Sands, Ladder 2 with a crew of 
Captain Morin, Firefighters Mulcay, Bavaro, Morin and Explorer 
Alley, Tanker 5 with a crew of Lieutenant Paquette, Tanker 1 with a 
crew of Firefighter Blinn, Engine 1 with a crew of Captain Tice and 
Firefighters Hallowell and Rice, Car 2 with Deputy Carter and Car 3 
with Deputy Buxton and the Safety car with Captain Grebinar.  
 
Captain Grebinar arrived on the scene at 17:02 and reported a 21/2 
story duplex with with heavy smoke showing and requested the first 
engine to lay in and at 17:03 he requested a second alarm. Deputy 
Carter arrived and assumed command of the fire while Engine 2 
dropped a supply line down the driveway and then stretched a 21/2 
with the Blitz Fire Nozzle to attack heavy fire on the first floor. With 
no hydrants in the area and heavy fire coming from the building crews 
used Engine 2’s 1000 gallons of water quickly.  
 
Engine 4 set up for a tanker shuttle and supplied water to the scene. 
As crews approached the front door of the home they found the first 
floor had burned through and collapsed into the basement and all 
crews were advised to stay out of the building. Ladder 2 parked the 
truck in front of the building and once water was reestablished they 
used the 2 1/2 with the Blitz Fire at the front door and knocked down 
the heavy fire in the basement and first floor.  
 
Toned on the second alarm were Engine 3 with a crew of Firefighters 
Weaver and Chamberlain, Rescue 1 with a crew of Captain Brough, 
Firefighters Williams, Skafas and Smith, a Nashua engine and ladder, 
engines from Litchfield, Londonderry and Windham as RIT, tankers 
from Windham, Litchfield and Derry. 
 
Deputy Buxton arrived on the scene and assumed operations while 
Engine 4 stretched a line to the rear of the building assisted by Engine 
2’s crew and attacked the fire through a bulkhead. Engine 3’s crew 
were assigned to Captain Grebinar and they entered the adjoining unit 
to check for extension and hit heavy fire in the basement. Engine 1’s 
crew went to the rear with Engines 2 and 4. 
 
The Nashua ladder laddered the roof and began cutting vent holes 
while Ladder 2’s crew enter the second floor of the fire unit over a 
ladder and found heavy fire in several rooms. The Nashua engine was 
assigned to the adjoining unit breached a wall and assisted Ladder 2 
on floor 2 of the fire unit.  As crews worked fire began coming from 
the vent hole in the roof. Hose lines from the Nashua ladder quickly 
had the fire knocked down. 
 
The fire was placed under control at 17:53 with extensive overhaul to 
follow. The State Fire Marshal and Fire Prevention Officer Dube were 
called to the scene to investigate for a cause. Earlier in the day Engine 
4 responded to the home for a smell of gas and had shut down the gas 
main to the building. At that time the scene was turned over to the 
responsible gas company.  
 
Engines from Nashua, Derry and a Manchester ladder covered 
Central, a Pelham engine covered Burns Hill and a Salem Engine 
covered Robinson Road during the fire.

Group 2 Responds To Two Water Related 
Incidents 
 
Group 2 members responded to two water related incidents on May 
16th. The first call was reported at 11:54 when Dispatcher Morton 
received a 911 call reporting a overturned canoe in Robinson Pond. 
The report also stated that 2 adults and 2 children were in the water 
with life jackets on being assisted by other boaters.  
 
Toned to the scene were Ambulance 1 with a crew of  Firefighters 
Provencal and Mallen, Rescue 1 with a crew of Captain Tice and 
Firefighters Rich and Haggerty and Explorer Perault, Car 1 with a 
crew of Chief Murray, Marine 1 with a crew of Firefighter Lambert, 
Firefighter Blinn responded to the scene. Engine 1 did not respond 
due to the lack of manpower.  
 
Chief Murray arrived on the scene at 11:58 assumed command and 
reported the persons in the water were coming to shore by boat. 
Ambulance 1 evaluated all four patients finding none injured while 
Rescue 1’s crew boarded Marine 1 and retrieved the overturned 
canoe. 
 
Dispatcher Morton received the second call from the police at 13:56 
reporting a car in the water off of Christine Drive. Toned to the scene 
were Rescue 1 with a crew of  Firefighters Lambert, Provencal, Rich 
& Pierpont, Ambulance 1 with a crew of Captain Tice and Firefighter 
Mallen, Car 1 with Chief Murray. Engine 1 did not respond due to the 
lack of manpower.  
 
Chief Murray arrived on the scene at 14:07 and reported a vehicle in 
the water with no one in it and continued crews. Haz-Mat booms were 
placed around the vehicle to control spilled oil and gas. Companies 
remained on the scene until the vehicle was removed.

Tour Of The Boston Fire Department 
Planed 
 
As in the past each year the explorers plan a trip to a department for a 
tour and to learn about that departments history, operations and 
equipment. This the tour will be of the Boston Fire Department. 
Department members, family and friends are invited to come along 
on Saturday July 25th.  
 
Members will travel on a air conditioned coach bus guided by retired 
Boston Chief Frank Dresher, with a breakfast and lunch included. 
The tour will leave Central station at 08:00 and arrive at the Boston 
Fire Museum for a breakfast and short presentation. The first park of 
the tour will be through the North End and Charlestown sections of 
Boston. Companies we will pass-by include Engine 32, Ladder 9, 
Engine 50 oldest operating fire house in Boston. Then on to Engine 
10, Tower Ladder 3, Rescue 1 at the Purchase Street Station. This 
house is located in the bottom floors of a high-rise. We will get a tour 
of the house and a photo gallery lining the hallway walls of station 
highlighting many of Boston's large fires. Many special units are also 
housed here.  After leaving Engine 10 we will visit on of the Cities 
old fire boats then back to the museum for a hot and cold buffet 
lunch. While at the Museum tours can be taken and a Boston Fire 
Comm. Unit will be on display.  
  
After lunch we will visit six stations, Engine 39, Ladder 18 these 
companies once were housed in the Museum building. Next we will 
visit Engine 21, then Engine 24, Ladder 23 two of the busiest 
companies. Then on to rescue 2 and Engine 43, Then to Engine 33 & 
Ladder 15 across from the Prudential Building in the Back Bay. 
From there we will visit the site of the Vendome Hotel Fire Memorial 
were 9 Boston firefighters died in a collapse of the building. the 
memorial is located across the street from the hotel which still stands 
today. We will also visit the site of the Coconut Grove Fire which 
took place on November 28, 1942, in a nightclub and remains the 
deadliest nightclub fire in history, killing 492 people and injuring 
hundreds more.

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Engine 4 Called As RIT Team For Pelham 
Second Alarm  
 
A two alarm fire on May 26th, caused damage to a large 2 story single 
family home at 240 Old Gage Hill Road south in Pelham on May 26th. 
Pelham firefighters responded to the scene shortly after noon and on 
arrival reported heavy smoke coming from the roof. Crews found 
heavy fire in the basement and requested a second alarm.  
 
At 12:36, Dispatcher Glenn toned Engine 4 with a crew of Lieutenant 
Kearns and Firefighters Sullivan and Winsor to the scene along with 
Car 1 with Chief Murray. On their arrival Engine 4 was assigned as the 
RIT Team with Chief Murray assisting command.    
 
The fire burned  through the first floor but was knocked down before 
the flames spread. Fans were used to clear heavy smoke for the 
building while overhaul took place.  
 
Companies form Hudson, Salem, Windham and Dracut Mass assisted 
with controlling the fire.

Group 1 Responds To Two Roll-Overs 
With Entrapment 
 
Members of Group 1 handled two roll-over with entrapment motor 
vehicle accidents on May 28th and 29th. Two patients were 
transported for injuries on May 28th, after the roll-over crash in front 
of 23 Melendy Road. Dispatcher Glenn received a 911 call reporting 
the crash at 14:48. Toned to the scene were Ambulance 1 with a 
crew of Firefighters Carrier and Haernick, Rescue 1 with a crew of 
Captain Morin, Firefighters Sulin, Crane and Fire Prevention Officer 
Dube, Engine 4 with a crew of Lieutenant Kearns, Firefighters 
Berube and Bavaro along with Car 2 with Deputy Carter and Car 3 
with Deputy Buxton.  
 
Ambulance 1 arrived on the scene and reported on vehicle rolled 
over. Deputy Carter assumed command. The accident occurred after 
the roll-over vehicles driver lost control striking another vehicle then 
hitting a large tree and rolling over. Upon investigating Ambulance 1 
found one person entrapped in the rolled over vehicle and another 
patient in a second car.

With on scene companies treating patients and extricating the trapped 
patient a second ambulance was called to the scene.  
 
At 14:55 Ambulance 3 with a crew of Firefighters Sullivan and 
Bradish were toned to the scene. Engine 4 arrived on the scene and 
stretched a line to standby while other crew members assisted with 
patient care. On arrival Deputy Buxton arrived on the scene he 
assumed operations.  
 
Rescue 1’s crew stabilized the rolled over vehicle and assisted with 
treatment of the injured.  The rescue tool was used to cut the C Post of 
the vehicle but before it could be completed it was determined the 
roof could stay in place. The back window allowed for the patient to 
be removed from the vehicle. The patient was placed on a short and 
long board and slid out of the vehicle.  
 
On arrival Ambulance 3’s crew split up and assisted treating both 
injured patients. The call was placed under control at 15:11. Both 
patients were taken to a Nashua Hospital for further treatment. 
 
The second roll-over crash took place on May 29th, at 14:27 in front 
of 284 Webster Street. Dispatcher Glenn received a 911 call reporting 
the crash as a roll-over with entrapment. Toned to the scene were 
Ambulance 3 with a crew of Firefighters Cormier and Sands, Engine 2 
with a crew of Captain Morin, Firefighters Sulin, Crane, Smith and 
Explorer Alley, Car 1 with Chief Murray and Car 2 with Deputy 
Carter and Rescue 1. At the time of the call Engine 4 and Ambulance 
1 were operating at another call Engine 4 cleared to respond to pick 
up the rescue. 
 
The crash took place after the driver suffered a medical issue and lost 
control of the vehicle hitting a mail box and a large tree and rolling 
over on to the roof. 
  
Deputy Carter arrived on the scene and reported a single vehicle roll-
over on it’s roof. Upon investigating it was found that the lone driver 
of the vehicle was still in the vehicle. Chief Murray assumed operation 
of the scene. Engine 2 arrived on the scene and began treatment of the 
patient and stabilization of the vehicle. The vehicles windows had to 
be removed to get to the patient. Crews had good access to the patient 
and Rescue 1 was returned. The patient was back boarded with the 
assistance of Ambulance 3. The patient was removed from the vehicle 
at 14:48 and the call was placed under control.  
 
The patient was transported to a Nashua Hospital for further 
treatment. Engine 2 remained on the scene until the vehicle was rolled 
onto its wheels.   

On May 23rd, Squad A a 1926 Chevrolet the oldest operating 
apparatus was pictured with newest operating apparatus a 2008 Pierce 
Arrow Engine.  

The department now owns a second ladder truck. Ladder 1 was in 
service for a short time on May 29th, bringing this ground ladder to be 
serviced.
