Burnt Dog Food Causes Smoke Condition 
 
Firefighter Hallowell while heading to Central Station to cover noticed 
smoke coming from a second story window of a home located at 88 
Ferry Street on October 18th. He called Fire Alarm and at 18:06 
Dispatcher Robertson toned companies to the scene.    
 
Both Engines 2 and 4 were at the time handling other calls and both 
went into service to respond to the scene. Engine 3 responded with a 
crew of Firefighters Hallowell and Lappin, Engine 2 with a crew of 
Captain Morin and Firefighters Weeks, Haerinck and Rich, Engine 4 
with a crew of Lieutenant Paquette and Firefighters Sulin and Bavaro 
along with Chief Murray and Deputies Buxton and Carter.

Group 1 Responds To Trailer Truck 
Mishap  
 
On October 24th, at 12:03 Firefighter Cormier toned Engine 4 with a 
crew of Lieutenant Paquette and Firefighters Sulin and Bavaro to 
Lowell Road at the Sagamore Bridge for a tractor trailer roll-over. On 
arrival they found the flat bed units loaded shifted as it round the 
corner twisting the trailers and dumping its load. The 63,000 pound 
cement box was enroute to Boston from Concert Systems at the time 
of the incident.  
 
After an evaluation of the scene Rescue 1 with a crew of Firefighter 
Haerinck was requested to the scene to standby  while the load was 
removed from the trailer.

The IAFC Releases Statement on 
Individuals' Rights to Serve Their 
Communities in Multiple Capacities  

Fairfax, Va., Oct. 31, 2008... The Board of Directors of the 
International Association of Fire Chiefs adopted the following position 
statement during the IAFC Board meeting on October 30 in 
Washington, D.C.  The position was developed in conjunction with the 
IAFC’s Volunteer & Combination Officers Section: 

The International Association of Fire Chiefs (IAFC) has a long history 
of encouraging individuals to serve their communities and their nation. 
Based upon this principle, the IAFC Board of Directors supports the 
rights of volunteer, career, or paid-on-call firefighters to serve multiple 
organizations or communities. Each man and woman who chooses to 
live a life of volunteer service does so out of a selfless and personal 
commitment. It should not be incumbent upon any organization to 
dictate or influence the extent of this deeply personal act. 

As an independent leadership organization, the IAFC also recognizes 
the right of organizations (including trade organizations, unions and 
volunteer fire departments) to adopt a constitution and bylaws and set 
rules and qualifications for membership, as long as their membership 
requirements are neither illegal nor discriminatory. However, in the 
interest of public safety, the IAFC would recommend that no 
membership organization – volunteer, trade, or paid – should restrict 
membership and the right to serve in multiple organizations or 
communities. 

When the exercise of the responsibility to serve a community involves 
choosing the fire and emergency service, the IAFC supports the rights 
of each individual to choose to serve in any capacity, whether in a 
volunteer, paid, or paid-on-call position. We further believe that 
individuals should have the right to engage in secondary employment, 
single or multiple volunteer activities, or a combination thereof on their 
own time so long as they do so in accordance with applicable laws. As 
the fire and emergency service’s premier leadership organization, we 
urge the members of the service to remember their esteemed place in 
their communities and act with respect, integrity, common sense and 
decency toward each other. When conflicts arise, we encourage fire 
and EMS departments – and other affected organizations – to work 
together in a constructive manner to resolve these conflicts at the local 
level. 

In the 21st Century, the requirements and demands on the fire and 
emergency service have grown tremendously. While new and terrible 
threats have emerged and natural disasters continue to grow in 
frequency and intensity, our cities and towns are under extreme 
financial pressure. In this perilous situation, it is essential that those in 
the fire and emergency service maintain working relationships with 
individuals and organizations that protect our communities, even when 
there are differences of opinion or approach. It is equally important 
that we continue to collaborate and provide a united voice for the fire 
and emergency service. The IAFC encourages the entire fire and 
emergency service community to focus on our first priority, which is to 
provide for the safety and security of our citizens��

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          Department Profile Ashland NH 
 
 
 
This month we visit the Town of Ashland NH Fire Department. 
Ashland is located in the geographical center of the State of New 
Hampshire. The town is a small rural community located between the 
Lakes and Mountain Regions of the state. While a large area of the 
town is rural there is a small congested area in the downtown section 
with several large musty story old buildings. The towns of Plymouth, 
Bridgewater, Holderness and New Hampton border Ashland. The 
town is 11.3 square miles in size with population of just over 2,022 
residents. The Ashland Fire Department was founded in 1894.  
  
On August 7, 2008 heavy rains caused a flash flood on Ames Brook 
at the Ames Brook campground. A family of four SUV was caught in 
the raging waters and washed down stream roll-over. The father was 
able to escape the vehicle and call for help the mother and son also 
escaped and became trapped on a tree. A 7 year old girl remained 
trapped in the vehicle and died. Ashland crews responded to the 
scene and braved the rushing water and rescue the mother and young 
son. Two hours later they removed the victim from the vehicle.  
 
The Department is commanded by Fire Chief Thomas Stewart with 
thirty officers and firefighters filling the ranks. Crews operate from 
one fire station located at 9 Main Street. The station was built in 
1976 and includes seven bays for apparatus and training room and 
offices. 
 
Ashland Fire is a member of the Lakes Region Mutual Fire Aid 
Association. Dispatching is completed by Lakes Region Mutual Fire 
Aid from their dispatch center located in Laconia. They operate on a 
Frequency of 159.900. In 2007 Ashland Firefighters responded to 
459 calls for service. Ambulance service is contracted with Plymouth 
Ambulance Service. 
 
The department operates two engine companies a ladder company 
and ambulance. Engine 1 is a 1987 Mack R Model built by Ranger 
with a 1250 gpm pump and 1000 gallon water tank. 
 
Engine 2 is a 1995 on a Spartan chassis built by Smeal. The engine 
has a 1500 gpm pump and a 1000 gallon water tank.  
 
Ladder 1 is a 2005 on a Spartan chassis built by Smeal. This quint 
apparatus has a 1500 gpm pump, 400 gallon water tank and 75' aerial 
ladder. 
 
Ambulance 1 is a 1998 International 4700 built by Road Rescue. 
 
Ashland firefighters provide the small town with dedicated well 
training and equipped firefighters handling any type of emergency.
