Duplex Home Damaged By Working Fire 
 
Dispatcher Robertson received a single 911 call on April 1st, from a 
resident on Twin Meadow Drive reporting a building fire at 5 Twin 
Meadow Drive. Toned to the scene at 20:16 were Engine 4 with a 
crew of Lieutenant Chaput, Firefighters Mallen and Sliver, Engine 2 
with a crew of  Captain Tice, Firefighters Winsor, Lambert and 
Pierpont, Rescue 1 with a crew of Captain Morin, Firefighters 
Mulcay, Provencal and Morin, Engine 1 with a crew of Lieutenant 
Paquette, Firefighters Williams, Jerry and Rice, Tanker 1 with a crew 
of Firefighter Blinn, Tanker 5 with a crew of Captain Brough and 
Firefighter Trost, Car 2 with Deputy Carter and a Nashua Ladder.  
 
At 20:22 Captain Hansen who was in the area at the time of the call 
reported heavy smoke from Robinson Road and Old Derry Road. 
Arriving on the scene at 22:24 Captain Hansen reported fire and 
smoke showing from the first floor of a two story duplex and  
requested a working fire and assumed command.      
 
Engine 4 arrived on the scene at 20:28 and stretched a 1 3/4 line into 
the first floor to attack the fire. Engine 2 reverse laid a supply line to 
Old Derry Road for a water supply. The crew then stretched a backup 
line into the building and performed a primary search and vented. 
Rescue 1 was assigned to search and check for extension in the 
adjoining unit. Deputy Carter assumed operations. 
 
Toned to the scene on the working fire were a Londonderry ladder, 
Litchfield tanker and a Nashua engine. Tankers 1 and 5 setup on Old 
Derry Road supplying water to the scene. Engine 4 had the fire on the 
first floor quickly contained and began checking for extension. 
Engine 2 and Rescue 1 were reassigned to the second floor of the fire 
unit to perform a search and check for extension. Crews found heavy 
smoke and heat and began opening the walls and ceiling and found 
fire in the walls and heavy fire in the roof area. Nashua Engine 4 
assisted crews pulling ceilings while Rescue 1’s crew hit the fire in 
the roof. Londonderry’s ladder placed a ground ladder to the roof and 
cut a vent hole. Engine 1’s crew provided relief for crews on the 
second floor. 

Nashua Ladder 1 assisted with pulling ceilings on the first floor. 
Litchfield's tanker crew staged at water supply and the crew stood by 
as a relief crew.   
 
The fire was placed under control at 20:47 with companies remaining 
on the scene several hours performing overhaul. A Nashua engine 
and Derry ladder covered Central, a Litchfield engine covered Station 
4 and Derry engine covered Station 1 during the fire.

 Three smoke machines filled the building with heavy smoke giving 
the explorers the realism of being in a burning structure. All the 
explorers went through eight evolutions acting as engine, ladder and 
rescue companies. Traffic cones were placed with in the building to 
simulate were fire was in the building. Engine crews had to knock the 
cones down with hose lines to simulate attacking the fire. Ladder 
crews placed ladders and searched the building along with the rescue 
company.
