Crews Respond To Londonderry And
Pelham Brush Fires

Two separate brush fires in Londonderry on Aprit2 kKept several
area towns busy. Litchfield crews were first calted by Federal

Hill Fire Tower to check smoke in their town shgmrifter noon.
Londonderry was sent to check areas near the igtdhtown line
and found the first of the two fires. Dispatcheef@i toned Engine 2
with a crew of Captain Morin and Firefighters Lanttend Sulin to
cover Londonderry Station 2 at 13:03.

Before Engine 2 arrived at the Londonderry statimy were re-
directed to the scene of the fire. The fire wasted in the 900-acre
Musquash Conservation Area at the end of HickotlyRbad.
Engine 2’s crew walked into the fire area and usaad pumps and
tools to assist overhauling the fire area whichered about one
acre. While crews worked the fire a resident regmbet second large
fire further into the woods. A Londonderry Officgent to the area
and reported a large fire in progress and the Hudsew was
detailed to the second fire. After a size up a sd@arm brush
assignment was requested to the scene. At 14:@&5FpR with a
crew of Firefighters Sullivan and Crane along vidiputy Carter
were toned to the scene.

Hudson, Derry and Auburn crews carried a portablep hose and
hand tools a considerable distance in to the wémdsach the fire.
Do to the size of the fire and difficult accessiad alarm brush fire
assignment was requested. Using hand tools and fxate small
ponds and multiple hand crews the fire was conthai®ut 2 hours
later. Roads had to cut into the scene with chaiveso get brush
trucks to the area to supply water. Muddy roads hisdered crews
when several vehicles got stuck in deep mud. Alteeral hours of
overhaul crews returned to town at about 20:30.ddnd_ieutenant
Tim Kearns responded to the scene with the StatesE&ervice to
assist crews. Towns that assisted Londonderryeatdhne included
Hudson, Pelham, Windham, Derry, Chester, Auburmn;rivhack,
Litchfield and a State Forest Ranger and brustktruc

Dispatcher Glenn toned Forestry 4 with a crew eluténant Paquette
and Firefighter Weeks along with Deputy Cartertie $cene at 14:36.
With the fire weather Class 5 with a red flag wagnihe two areas of
fire continued to spread fast requiring more aasist to control. At
14:42 Tanker 5 with a crew of Firefighter Conlonswaned to the
scene for a water supply. Crews from Pelham, Hudd6ndham,
Salem, Derry and Dracut Mass worked for two hoarsantrol the
fire. Hudson crews returned to town shortly aftér0D.
