Dean Sulin Retires From The Air Force

Firefighter Dean Sulin said goodbye to the Unitéat&s Air Force
on March 31st, after serving for 21 years. He beagaa active duty
member on February 23, 1987 completing his baainitrg at
Lackland Air force Base in Texas.

He then moved to Chanute Air Force Base in Illineigere he
received his certification in aircraft and struetuirefighting. Dean
was then assigned to the Pease Air force BaserisrRauth NH as

a firefighter. During his time as a base firefightte responded to
many calls for service. The most memorable involad<C 135 Plane
that blew up on the ramp in the fall of 1989. Otbeents that took
place during his 21 year career include the entiefCold War, the
fall of the Berlin Wall and the reduction of theraed services and
military bases.

Dean also worked on a historic piece of fire apperaPease was
assigned what at the time was and still may béitgest fire
apparatus in the world. The P-15 was built by Oshkand carried
6000 gallons of water and a 500 gallon foam tankhViiwin Engines
and 8X8 wheel drive. Both the water and foam cdnddlischarged
from hoses lines or from the two large water cantorets mounted
on top of the truck. A P-15 was 45’ 2" long, 13’ #’height, and 10’
2" wide.

The Pease Air Force Base officially closed on Ma&8th1990. Dean
was on duty the day the last planes left the beasgibhg an end to the
Pease Air Force Base. At that time he remainednasmber of the Air
National Guard as a Federal employee. On AprildD0lhe became a
state employee as a member of New Hampshire AioNatt Guard
and served until March of 2008.

Upon becoming a member of the NH guard he was roadef the

first firefighters since they were eliminated backhe 1970’s. In 2000
he was promoted to the rank of Assistant Chiefrafning then

Deputy Chief of the Pease Fire Department wherdifeeted the
operations of the department and training divistd@.also responded
with the guard to several natural disasters thiatktNew Hampshire.
He was detailed to both the devastating floodténkeene area and in
Alstead. During his tour of duty he visited Englafkrmany, Saudi
Arabia, the Azores, Gander and Iceland.

Dean will miss the other members of his companythedrips he took
during his service, but he won’t miss the deskhelhad been assigned
before retiring. All of us at HFD send Dean muchtijude and thank
you for serving and protecting the country and cahdations on his
retirement from the armed forces.
